PURPOSE
BREAKAGE
The study of chemistry, biology, earth science and physical science is a “hands-on” experience.  You will be doing laboratory activities that may require potentially dangerous conditions.  Safety in the science classroom is the #1 priority for students, teachers, administrators, and parents.  Safeguards, like the following list of rules and guidelines, are only as good at providing safety as the participants are at conforming to and using them.  

GENERAL GUIDELINES
1. Behave responsibly at all times in the laboratory.
2. Follow teachers written and verbal instructions.  If you don’t know or understand, ask the teacher.  If you don’t ask, don’t do it.
3. No student may work in the laboratory without a teacher present.
4. Food, beverage, and chewing gum are strictly prohibited in the laboratory unless instructed to do so by the teacher.
5. Perform only those experimental procedures as teacher instructs.  Never do any unauthorized experiments.
6. Horseplay, practical jokes, and pranks are dangerous and forbidden in the laboratory.

7. Follow good housekeeping practices: If you use it, replace it.  If you spill it, drip it, or otherwise mess it, clean it up.  If you open it, close it.
8. Know the locations of safety equipment and the operating procedures for each.  This includes the eyewash/shower, fire extinguisher, and first aid kit.
9. Know where closest fire alarm is located and the procedures for exiting the room in the event of a fire.
10. Be alert and proceed with caution at all times in the laboratory.  If you observe any unsafe conditions please notify the teacher immediately.
11. Waste disposal should be followed explicitly according to teacher directions.  Solid chemicals, metals, paper of any kind, matches, and other water insoluble materials must never be placed in the sink.
12. Read labels carefully before using or disposing of materials.
13. While using chemicals or preserved specimens keep your hands away from your face, eyes, mouth, and body.  Always wash your counter, bench, glassware and hands with soap and water before leaving the laboratory.
14. Students are never permitted in the chemical storage rooms unless given specific permission by the teacher.
15. Handle all living organisms in a humane manner.  Preserved biological specimens are to be treated with respect and disposed of properly.
16. When using knives, scissors,  and other sharp instruments always carry with the tips and blades  pointed down and away.  Always cut away from your body and others.  Never try to catch a falling sharp instrument.  Hold sharp instruments by the handle only.
17. Respect electricity by keeping away from water sources & flammable materials, avoiding “arcing”, and improper use that may lead to equipment damage or bodily harm.

CLOTHING
18. When chemicals, glassware, or heat is used by students or teachers, all participants will wear safety goggles.  There are no exceptions.
19. Long hair, dangling jewelry, and loose or baggy clothing are a hazard in the laboratory.  Long hair should be tied back, feet completely covered, and loose or baggy items secured or removed.
20. Aprons are available for your use and may be worn during laboratory activities.

ACCIDENTS AND INJURIES
21. Report any accident (spill, breakage, etc) or injury (cut, burn, etc.)  immediately to your teacher, no matter how small, insignificant or trivial it may appear.
22. If a chemical should splash in your eye(s) or on your skin, immediately flush with running water from the eyewash station or sink.  Notify the teacher as soon as possible.

HANDLING CHEMICALS
23. All chemicals used in experiments are considered dangerous.  Do not touch, taste, or strongly smell any chemicals unless specified by your instructor to do so. The proper technique for smelling chemical fumes will be demonstrated.
24. Check the label on all stock chemicals before removing your portion. Take only as much as you need.
25. Never return unused chemicals to the original stock bottle.
26. Never use mouth suction to fill a pipet, instead use a rubber bulb or pipet pump.
27. Acids must be handled with extreme care.  Always pour acids into water.
28. Never dispense flammable liquids near an open flame or source of heat.
29. Never remove chemicals or other materials from the laboratory area.
30. Take great care when transferring acids and other chemicals from one part of the laboratory to another.  Hold securely & walk carefully.

HANDLING GLASSWARE AND EQUIPMENT
31. Never handle broken glass with your bare hands.  Use a brush and dustpan to clean up broken glass.
32. Inserting and removing glass tubing from rubber stoppers can be dangerous. Always lubricate glassware, before attempting to insert glassware (tubing, thermometers, thistle tubes, etc.) into a stopper.
33. Always protect your hands with a towel or cotton gloves when inserting glass tubing into, or removing it from, a rubber stopper.
34. When removing an electrical plug from its socket, grasp the plug, not the cord.  Hands must be completely dry before touching an electrical switch, plug, or outlet.
35. Do not immerse hot glassware in cold water; it may shatter.
36. If you do not understand how to use a piece of equipment, ask the teacher for help.
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HEATING SUBSTANCES
37. Exercise extreme caution when using a gas burner.  Take care that hair, clothing, and hands are a safe distance from the flames at all times.  Do not put any substance into the flame unless specifically instructed to do so.  Never reach over an exposed flame.
38. Never leave a lit burner unattended.  Never leave anything that is being heated or is visibly reacting unattended.  Always turn burners off when not in use.
39. You will be instructed in the proper method of heating and boiling liquids in test tubes.  Do not point the open end of a test tube being heated toward yourself or anyone else.
40. Heated glass and metal remain very hot for a long time.  They should be set aside to cool and should be picked up with caution.  Use tongs or heat protective gloves if necessary.
41. Never look into a container that is being heated.
42. Allow plenty of time for hot apparatus to cool before touching it.
